Glass block panels that are built using the
ProVantage™ Installation System and have
four-sided support can be completed by
finishing the joints with either silicone or
surface grout. Glass block panels that have
less than four-sided support should be
completed by finishing the joints with 
surface grout only.

No. The ProVantage™ Glass Block System is
designed for use with only Pittsburgh Corning
Premiere Series (4" thick) glass block.

Bond the horizontal spacer to the
glass block using silicone.

Place the horizontal, vertical and
specialty shaped spacers on the
silicone to align and keep each row
of blocks perfectly in place.

The glass blocks are secured to the
wall using special wall anchors.

Using both the horizontal and vertical
spacers, your next row of glass block
is ready for installation.

Repeat steps until your project
is complete.
